but more importantly, a way to support the club finan-
cially.  At the current rate, 69 cards must be sold to 
break even. Ray then made a motion that in 2010 the 13 
breakfast card be raised to $221, the 7 breakfast card 

be increased from $119 to 
$140, and the yearly breakfast 
card to $825 with unlimited 
guests. The cost of the ticket 
purchased at the door should 
remain $25.  The board 
adopted the measure.  
The financial solvency and sta-
bility of the Golden Gate Break-
fast Club is a core concern of 
the Board of Directors and 
should be important to all mem-
bers. It is the responsibility of 
all of us to insure the club re-
mains viable as well as vibrant. 
Now, thanks to Ray Siotto, we 
have a detailed analysis of the 
finances relating to breakfast 
cards. It is up to us to deter-
mine the best way to bridge the 
gap. I urge everyone to assist 

with their comments and observations. Help us improve 
attendance by calling every month those whom we 
haven’t seen at breakfast for a while.  
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One of the agenda items at the Board of Directors’ 
meeting on Tuesday 3 November, was the issue of club 
finances. Our Treasurer Ray Siotto informed us that al-
though the overall financial picture is sound, our club 
e x p e r i e n c e s  a  “ b u r n 
rate” (deficit over revenues) of 
about $279 per week in the 
breakfast category.  This deficit 
is due primarily to the shortfall 
of attendance (average 50) 
compared to the minimum of 
60 breakfasts the Marines Me-
morial Club and Hotel charges 
us. The 13 breakfast card aver-
ages at $14.76 per breakfast, 
and Marines’ Memorial Club 
(MMC) charges $16.95 per 
breakfast. Ray told us that get-
ting members to buy the card 
has been successful, but this 
must be considered against an 
attendance of only 40 people at 
a recent meeting.   

Several solutions were 
discussed: raising dues, in-
creasing membership, and/or reducing charitable contri-
butions.  The board wants the membership to consider 
purchasing breakfast cards not only as a convenience,
